SEALLL focuses on self-evaluation as a learning process and the partnership is convinced that a culture of self-evaluation and ownership of processes and outcomes are vital for an evaluation process to have a chance to lead to change. Therefore a bottom-up approach and guiding the 'initiators' in the process of conducting their own evaluation is the lead motive of SEALLL. 

The SEALLL partnership sees self-evaluation as an evaluation process that is self-initiated, internally organised and self-regulated. It should aim at the professionalisation of decision-making, and improving the realisation of the organisation's own objectives and the quality of its education.
